Web Server Setup:

· Go through your Network Places to the workgroup (or Computers Near Me) for ATK307. On machines ATK307-8 and ATK 307-9, there are shared folders called xampp. 
· Open one of these machines’ shared folder and copy the file xampp-win32-1.4.11-installer.exe from that folder. 
· On your own machine, create a folder on the root C: drive called xampp. Paste the executable file into your xampp folder. 
· Click on the xampp folder, and share it on the network (do not let others modify). 

· Right click on My Computer and go to Properties, and find the network name of your machine. Write it here:

· Run ipconfig to find the IP address of your machine. Write it here: ____.____.____.____
· Run the xampp-win32-1.4.11-installer.exe installer. Use all defaults.  

· When the installer completes, open the C:\apachefriends\xampp\htdocs folder. Right click on the index.html file, and select Edit. 

· When the index.html file opens up in FrontPage or Dreamweaver, delete what is on the page and replace it with “Welcome to Your Name’s Apache Web Server” in a large, bold font (you may add color if you wish). 

· Below that, type the IP address of the machine, and type a link to Professor Payne’s Web site ( http://www.professorpayne.com ). 

· Go to another machine in the lab, or ask another person to open their Web browser and type in the IP address of your machine in the address bar. If you have performed all of the above successfully, you should see your edited index.html page in their browser. 

· Once you have the server up and running, bring this page to Dr. Payne for verification. 

· Once verified, run the uninstall for the xampp server to remove it from the machine, and remove the share from the xampp folder. Do not delete the xampp folder, just un-share it, so that we may use it in future labs.
